The 
Crown Princess of Sweden is the 
patron of the prize and presents 
the international award each year.

The U.S. has participated in this 
program since the prize was founded. 
The national program is managed by 
the Water Environment Federation 
(WEF) with support from ITT 
Corporation and Delta Air Lines. 
WEF member associations (MAs) 
select the state winners from 

hundreds of entries across the 
country. MAs also help organize 
the national competition. 

The U.S. competition is open 
to all high school students with 
projects aimed at improving the 
quality of life through enhancement 
of water quality, water resources 
management, water protection or 
water and wastewater treatment.
